3. Pocket money

Many shops in the UK don't accept cash, so bring a pre-paid card or debit/credit card if possible

There are NO CASH POINTS (ATMs) at Benenden
The administrator will give you some pocket-money before excursions
If your parents want to transfer pocket money during the course, we charge a fee of £25.

4. Health/Medication

Your parents must complete our Medical + Consent Form www.discoverysummer.co.uk/medicalform
at least 6 weeks before arrival

On arrival, please hand in all medication (except for auto injectors/Epipens or inhalers which you need
to keep with you) to the course office

Medicine must be in the original box or bottle clearly labelled with (pharmacy or doctor’s)
instructions translated into English, in date. If you need to take the medicine, our staff will administer
it

If you're feeling ill:

The House Parent will look after you

Our appointed First Aiders will administer common, non-prescribed medication such as paracetamol
and throat lozenges as necessary unless your parents advise us not to do so

We cannot give or allow you to take any other medication unless it has been prescribed by a doctor
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e If necessary, we'll take you to the local medical practice or Accident and Emergency department. In
the UK NHS emergency treatment is free but the medical practice/hospital may charge you for a
consultation with a doctor or nurse

e In case of illness or injury we will follow the advice of the attending medical consultant/surgeon unless
your parents ask us not to

e Ifyou need to see a dentist, we will take you. You may need to pay for this

e Medical expenses may be claimed under your Endsleigh insurance policy (see separate document),
provided they are not for a pre-existing condition.

5. Airport transfer services

o We offer free transfers for flights scheduled to arrive at/depart from London Heathrow, and
London Gatwick between 09:00h and 16:00h on the published arrival/departure days

« Ifyou're arriving at another airport, outside published times or on a different day we'll arrange a
private transfer at extra cost

e Please complete the Travel Form - at least 6 weeks before the start of the course - even if you are
coming direct to the school www.discoverysummer.co.uk/travelform

ON ARRIVAL IN THE UK

e When you arrive at the airport you'll go through passport control, collect your luggage and walk
through customs. Our airport representatives/drivers will be in the arrivals hall holding a Discovery
Summer sign with your name on it

e We are responsible for you from the time you come through customs on arrival to the time you go
through to security on departure

e We'll take you to the course centre by coach or taxi. You normally leave the airport within 2 hours but
there may be a delay if other students’ flights are delayed

By rail:

The nearest train station is Staplehurst Railway Station. You can get a train to Staplehurst that leaves from
London Charing Cross/Waterloo East/London Bridge. These depart every 30 minutes.

From Staplehurst, you will need to get a taxi to Benenden School. You must reserve this taxi in advance.

e 3-4 houses, average 40 students per house

e Boys and girls sleep in separate houses/areas and are not allowed to visit each other's rooms

e Students from other countries will be sharing your room/on your corridor so you can make friends
and speak in English.

This is why
we limit the amount of time you can spend on your mobile phone/devices.

(21:00 - 22:00)

You can’t use your phone in lessons, activities, meetings, mealtimes or after lights out

If you don't follow this rule, we'll store your phone in the course office
