Travelling from the airport:  
If your transport is NOT being organised by Discovery Summer, please follow the instructions below. 
 
Marymount is 10 miles from Heathrow Airport and 21 miles from Gatwick airport. The most convenient way 
to get to Marymount is by taxi, which should take about 40 mins – 1 hour from either airport. You can pre-
book a taxi from the airport by contacting  www.addisonlee.com 
 
From Heathrow (approx. 1 hour 10 mins)

• Go to Heathrow Central Bus Station.  

• Take route SL7 Superloop to Cromwell Road Bus Station 

• Take #85 from stop RC.

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Travelling from other locations:  
 
By train (from London):

• Waterloo Station to Wimbledon, Raynes Park, Norbiton or Kingston (approximately 20-30 minutes) 

• Wimbledon: taxis available (approximately 15 minutes) or you can take the #57 bus and get off at the 

Traps Lane stop. Walk up Warren Road and turn left onto George Road  

• Raynes Park: no taxis available. Take #57 bus and get off at the Traps Lane stop. Walk up Warren Road 

and turn left onto George Road 

• Kingston: a small taxi rank is available 

• Norbiton: closest mainline station (approx. 25 minute walk to Marymount) but trains are less frequent 

than to Wimbledon or Raynes Park. A taxi to the school takes approximately 5 mins. 

 
By bus:

• From Wimbledon/Raynes Park: take bus #57, get off at the Traps Lane stop. Cross the road, walk in the 
direction of the bus, turn right into Warren Road (white gates and security barrier). The second road on 
the left is George Road, Marymount is the first school on the left 

• From Kingston, take bus #85. Get off at the George Road bus stop. Walk along George Road for 
approximately 8 minutes

• From London:  
A3 to Kingston By-Pass (Robin Hood Roundabout) A308 to Kingston for approximately one mile. Turn left on 
to George Road at the Kingston Lodge Hotel. Marymount is the third school on the right-hand side 
 

• From the South or West: 
A3 towards London becomes the Kingston By-Pass. Look out for the Coombe Lane exit, turn left onto 
Coombe Lane towards Kingston. After approximately half a mile, turn right into Warren Road (white gates 
and security barrier). The second road on the left is George Road, Marymount is the first school on the left.
